2.0 SCHOOL OF DISTANCE LEARNING AND CONTINUING EDUCATION-SDLCE

The School of Distance Learning & Continuing Education, a wing of Kakatiya University was
established in the year 1989 to offer open and distance education programmes to the doorsteps of those
who are deprived of educational opportunities because of limitations of time, place, in conventional
system.

The School assumes the status of Constituent College of Kakatiya University and functions as a
unit under the dual Mode University. The School conducts UG and PG programmes as per the regulations
of the UGC DEB, New Delhi.

It is the largest ODL Institution in dual mode universities in the State of Telangana and second
after Dr.B.R. Ambedkar Open University in the State. Presently, it offers 30 Programmes which includes
UG and PG Programmes and has an enrollment of about 40,000 students.

3.0 STUDENT SUPPORT SERVICES

The SDLCE provides the following student support services.

1.  Course Material : The Course Material will provide the students a general understanding of
the subject matter and also gives guidance for further reading. The material covers about 90% of
the syllabus. However, the students are also advised to refer the suggested readings for elaborate
description of the subject.

2. Mode of Instruction : The teaching methods adopted is counselling and discussions. In addition
to classroom activities, Audio, Video programmes will be organised separately as a part of learning
process.

3. Personal and Online Contact Programmes (PCP) : The Personal and Online Contact
Programme helps the learners with classroom counselling to cover the important and difficult
topics of the course. The students shall bear in mind that PCP may not cover the entire syllabi of
the course and only the major topics shall be covered.

4.  The School adopts the counselling of the course syllabus through two sessions firstly with "Contact
Programmes" being conducted on Sundays/holidays and finally with the "Onliner Contact
Programme" for a short period. The schedule of the programme will be communicated in advance
covering all the details.

4.  Faculty for Counselling : All the concerned departments of the University and affiliated Colleges
are mainly involved as faculty members for counselling the course syllabus through contact
classes and online programmes.

5. Guest Lectures : To give wider exposure to our learners, the School engages some guest lectures

during the personal contact programme with the involvement of eminent scholars, professionals
and members of other Universities.

6.0 ACADEMIC RULES

The Degrees shall be conferred to candidates who have satisfied the general conditions under the

Academic-Rules and Regulations of the University in Vogue.

1.

Course and Syllabus : The admission to various courses is based on the conditions as laid
down the provisions of "Eligibility for Admission”. There will be no entrance test for admission
unless and otherwise specified. The School follows the syllabus and pattern approved by the
University under semester system.

Term of Registration : Candidates admitted into Post-Graduate Two years courses shall complete
their course within 6(Six) years from the date of admission failing which their admission stands
cancelled. Such candidates shall seek fresh admission again. For UG Courses it shall be 9(Nine)
years.

Change of Course/Subject : A candidate can transfer, from one PGcourse to another due to his
inability he may be allowed to do so provided he fulfils the eligibility conditions of the admission
of the desired course. Request application should be made within a month from the date of
confirmation of the admission. Candidates’ application if found eligible will be permitted for
transfer, on payment of Rs. 600/- towards change of course and also fee variation if any.

Change of Study Centre : If a candidate wishes to be transferred from one study centre to
another, request application should be made within a month from the date of confirmation of his/
her admission. Candidates' application if found eligible will be permitted for transfer and
required to pay Rs. 1000/- towards change of Study Centre.

Re-Admission : The candidates who discontinued or who are default of payment of tuition fee
during an academic year can seek re-admission by submitting the application in the prescribed
proforma and on payment of Rs.800/- towards Re-admission for PG Courses and Rs. 600/- for
UG Courses.

Transfer Certificate :
If a student wishes to discontinue the course after paying the fee in full TC will be issued .

- The original TC submitted at the time of admission in the School shall not be returned. The
school shall issue a TC on completion of the entire course.

- Duplicate TC will be issued on payment of Rs. 1000/- subject to the production of a Certificate
issued by the 1st Class Magistrate and a letter from the concerned Police Station to the effect
that the original was lost. After careful scrutiny, the candidate will be issued a duplicate TC
depending on the merits of the case.

Pending Dues : If the candidate satisfies the academic requirements but has not paid the dues or
not submitted the required documents to the School within the stipulated period of time or if any
case of indiscipline is pending against him, the decision of the University/School to this effect
will be final and binding.

Students Address : All Correspondence made to the students will be as per the address or
mobile number as mentioned in the application form. If there is any change in the address, the
candidate has to intimate to the concerned section in the SDLCE.

Admission of students for any course who were qualified from other Universities/Bodies will be
considered only on the condition if their eligibility and degree are recognised by Kakatiya
University.

In service Candidates working in any institution i.e. State/Central/Quasi or any Private organisation
can also apply for admission into UG/PG Courses.

Step 2: Application form is also available at SDLCE head quarters, KU campus and fees can be

paid at SBI Examination counter in this office.

Step 4 : Pay the fee through online.

Step 5 : You will get provisional confirmation.

Step 6 :  Your originals will be verified at the announced centres. Seperate dates will be announced.
Step 7 : After verification the admission will be confirmed.

CBCS - Semester Pattern : The SDLCE has adopted choice based credit system with semester
pattern.
